Will 2012 Be The End?
There is a belief in our world that December 21, 2012 will be the end of time. I haven’t seen it, but the recent movie 2012 is supposedly based on this theory. It is a fantasy developed from the Mayan Long Count calendar which ends on December 21, 2012, when the calendar completes its 5,126-year-cycle and then resets to zero. Some experts see this simply as the beginning of another cycle, but theorists see it differently. They believe this date is an end-of-time prediction because of the Mayans mastery of astronomy and mathematics. 

Predicting the end of the world is nothing new. People have been doing it for every century since the time of Christ on earth. There were even those in the days of the apostles who overthrew the faith of some by claiming the resurrection had already occurred (2 Tim. 2:17-18). For this reason, Paul had to reassure people regarding the Lord’s return. “But concerning the times and the seasons, brethren, you have no need that I should write to you. For you yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so comes as a thief in the night” (2 Thess. 5:1-2).  
Thus, Paul states the Biblical position on eschatology: “the day of the Lord so comes as a thief in the night”! It is not the practice of thieves to announce the day they will break into a house. Likewise, no one, not even the angels in heaven, knows when Jesus is returning (Matt. 24:36). It is folly for anyone to claim otherwise. In fact, the only thing accurately revealed by a person who predicts the end of time is their ignorance of the Bible. Jesus said, “Watch therefore, for you know neither the day nor the hour in which the Son of Man is coming” (Matt. 25:13). We should know that neither the Mayan calendar, nor Hollywood producers will be able to change that. Jesus Himself said that “neither the day nor the hour” will be known. He said. That settles it. I believe it!
Instead of fretting over which day the Lord will return, we should be more concerned about the condition of our soul when our time on earth ends—when we each must give an account of ourselves to God (cf., Rom. 14:12; Heb. 9:27). That much we can know about the end. Are you ready for that Day? By God’s mercy you can be. See Acts 2:36-41; 8:35-38; 17:30-31.  –Mike Thomas
