Adam, Where Are You?
      
It’s not like He didn’t know. Nevertheless, “The Lord God called to Adam and said to him, ‘Where are you?’” (Gen. 3:9). Why would God call for Adam?
Because Adam was missing! Prior to sin, Adam and God enjoyed a companionship that knew no division. Both were at peace with one another; and God could look upon creation and say that “indeed it was good” (1:31). But now He was having to search for Adam. Something had changed. Adam was no longer enjoying God’s company like he once did. Something was different. Adam was missing.
Adam is still missing today whenever a Christian lets a busy world crowd his heart with “the desire for other things” (Mark 4:19) than God and His companionship. The child of God who wanders from attending services faithfully, being “lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God” (2 Tim. 3:4), is missing. The once-faithful Christian who lets his relationship with others take precedent over God’s will, no longer living by the rule that “we ought to obey God rather than man” (Acts 5:29), is missing. 
So Adam could know where he was! Omniscient God is always aware of mankind’s location since “the darkness and the light are both alike” to Him (Psa. 139:12). He doesn’t need light to see, and He certainly didn’t need to have Adam yell out to identify his position. But Adam needed to know where he was. He needed to see the changes he created in his relationship with God—“Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree…?” (Gen. 3:11).  
Why does God want us to confess our sins before He will forgive us? To unnecessarily embarrass us and our family? God forbid. He wants us to confess our sins so we might realize the changes we have created in our relationship with Him. He wants us to confess so we can comprehend the awfulness of violating His will. He wants us to confess to take responsibility for our actions. "I have sinned greatly, because I have done this thing...for I have done very foolishly" (1 Chro. 21:8). He wants us to confess so others might not make the same mistakes.
Whenever we’re lost we must first know where we are in relation to where we’re supposed to be, and have the humility to correct our direction. Pride only keeps us separated from God. 
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
