Adulterer Condemns Fornicator
 
Recently, a known adulterer spoke out against a known fornicator. The person was Brigham Young and he condemned, Brandon Davies, who was recently dismissed from Brigham Young University’s basketball team for admitting to having sexual relations with his girlfriend. Obviously, Brigham Young has been dead for years, but the school that bears his name claims to enforce Mormon teachings when they dismissed Davies for violating the team’s honor code. Ironically, one of the authors of the Mormon faith was Brigham Young, who was known for his many sexual relations with women as a polygamist. Historian Jeffery Johnson in Dialogue: A Journal of Mormon Thought (Vol. 20, No. 3, p.62-63) wrote, 
Twenty-one of Brigham Young's fifty-five wives had never been married, six were separated or divorced from their husbands, sixteen were widows, and six had living husbands from whom divorces had apparently not been obtained. Marital information is unavailable for six.
There used to be a popular saying: “That’s like the pot calling the kettle black.” It referred to the inconsistency of one person condemning another person, while being guilty of something wicked themselves. For BYU to condemn Davies it must practice hypocrisy. Davies hasn’t touched the hem of the garment of marital infidelity that Young practiced publicly, yet Davies is singled out as an example of the school’s strict morality. Fornication is a sin that will cost many their soul if they don’t repent (Eph. 5:5-6), but is it any different for an adulterer? Has Young been exonerated of his adultery? If so, who exonerated him? Where is the school’s outrage against his many sexual relations? The kettle deserves an explanation! 
Jesus laid the foundation for marriage in Christianity when He referenced Adam and Eve as an example (Matt. 19:4). Even though God permitted polygamy in times past, Jesus teaches people to follow what God established in the beginning: one woman for one man in one marriage at one time, with one exception (v. 9). Any other arrangement is adulterous and sinful in Christianity. 
BYU was correct in publicly condemning fornication. It needs to complete the journey to righteousness by opposing the false teachings of Brigham Young and Mormonism, and follow only Jesus Christ. 
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
