How Can We Know the Bible is Complete?
Is the Bible a complete revelation of God’s will for us? Is it sufficient to teach us His mind or do we need further revelation? Some say it is not and that we must follow the revelation given by prophets of various churches. This is interesting since these so-called prophets of God contradict one another in what they “reveal.” If you don’t believe me, ask a Muslim (follower of the prophet Mohammad) if he believes the teachings of Joseph Smith (prophet for the Mormon faith), and vice-versa. They not only contradict one another, they condemn those who believe anything differently than what they have revealed. Thus, I ask, is the Bible enough to teach us God’s will or do we need further revelation? 
We can know that the Bible is a complete guide of God’s will. Specifically, if a person takes a King James Version or a similar translation, he can know that in reading that book he will have all that God is going to reveal to mankind. God has not revealed anything new since the apostles, nor will He. This is not my opinion or “revelation;” it’s what the Bible teaches. 
When Jesus met with His apostles before His crucifixion, He promised to send them the Holy Spirit, “who will guide you into all truth” (John 16:13). Did Jesus make a promise He did not intend to keep? Or did the Holy Spirit come upon the apostles and guide them into all truth? The apostle Peter says Jesus kept His promise because God had given them “all things that pertain to life and godliness” (2 Peter 1:3). Jude told saints to “contend earnestly for the faith which was once for all delivered” (Jude 3). Neither of these statements by Peter and Jude would make sense if God had not given a complete revelation. 
The apostle Paul declared, “But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel to you than what we have preached to you, let him be accursed” (Gal. 1:8). That is so interesting because those who claim modern revelation also claim an angel appeared to them (e.g., Mohammad claims Gabriel appeared to him; Joseph Smith claims Moroni appeared to him). But the apostle Paul said not to follow anything other than what he and the other apostles revealed. Why? Because they were guided into all truth by the Spirit. When a person reads their writings they are reading the mind of God (Eph. 3:3-5; 1 Cor. 2:16). – Mike Thomas
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
