Can We Trust the Bible?
There are religious groups that do not believe the Bible is the complete will of God. The Mormons believe Jesus came to America after His crucifixion to evangelize Jews who migrated here; and that the Book of Mormon is an historical account of those events. The Muslims, on the other hand, believe the prophet Mohammad was given the teachings of the Koran through the angel Gabriel. There are a host of modern-day religions who believe in continued revelation by God – in addition to the Bible.

All of these claims for further revelation leads us to a question, “Is the Bible a reliable source for all of God’s will?” It is obvious that many do not believe that it is, and that these other revelations give God’s complete will. If that is so, though, why then do they all contradict one another in significant doctrines and teachings? Would Mohammad support the teachings of Joseph Smith and the Mormon Church? Would the Mormons support the teachings of the Watchtower Bible Society and the Jehovah’s Witnesses? Would the Jehovah’s Witnesses support the teachings of the Catholic Church? Would the Catholics support the teachings of Islam? On and on we could go, but the point is obvious. Whenever we claim to receive further revelation than what is given in the Bible, and follow the traditions of men instead of the teachings of the apostles of Christ, we will inevitably find contradiction and confusion. My friends, these things ought not to be with those who serve the eternal God of heaven!  
Jesus said He wants His followers to have unity in religion in the same way He and the Father have unity (John 17:20, 21). Do Jesus and the Father have differing views about salvation, Bible authority, eternal life, the organization of the church, and so on? Then why should His followers be divided? Jesus said He would send the Holy Spirit to guide the apostles into all truth (John 16:13). Was Jesus lying when He made this promise? Or did He keep His word? The apostle Peter said “all things pertaining to life and godliness” had been revealed in his lifetime (2 Pet. 1:3). Jude said the things God wants people to believe had been “once for all delivered” (Jude 3, NASV). This proves that no further revelation is needed, especially today. And since this is so, we can and must have unity in the complete will of God (1 Cor. 1:10).
Friends, if the Bible is true, we don’t need further revelation. If further revelation is true, we don’t need the Bible! --Mike Thomas
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
