Boring Bulletin
 
I am pleased to present you with a very boring bulletin. It is my goal to make this the most mundane and “ignore worthy” bulletin you’ve ever read…IF you consider learning the Bible boring.
This bulletin will not be a message board for church-sponsored entertainment or mere story telling. While reading through a stack of weekly bulletins for a denomination, I was floored by the blatant emphasis on social activities and recreation. Not one attempt was made to teach the Bible or emphasize God’s word in anyway, obviously. The “pastor” had his section for spiritual training, but even his basis of reasoning was his opinion instead of the Bible and truth. 
I’m all about teaching in an enlightening and when possible entertaining way. I too prefer to learn something as quickly and as easily as possible. However, in our pursuit of simplicity, let us not grow weary in hungering and thirsting after God’s word. We must never sacrifice truth for convenience and ease. There are two things we should keep in mind:
The Jews departed from God in their ignorance of God’s word. God associated their ungodliness with their lack of knowledge of His will. “There is no truth or mercy or knowledge of God in the land...My people are destroyed for a lack of knowledge” (Hosea 4:1, 6). 
The New Testament foretells of people growing tired of learning the Bible. Ignorance of God’s will is not an Old Testament problem. It still happens today with the gospel and the New Testament. Paul warned, “For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; and they will turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables” (2 Tim. 4:3-4). 
The sad reality is there are people who prefer bulletins with very little Bible instruction. It is more enjoyable to hear a joke or cute story instead of being weighed in the balance of God’s word. I wonder, of what value will those jokes and illustrations be when they stand before God in Judgment? I have a strong suspicion they will then prefer a knowledge of Christ’s word, which will judge us in the last day (John 12:48). 
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
