The Champions Tour
 
When a professional male golfer reaches the point where he feels he can no longer compete on the PGA Tour, but still wants to play competitive golf, he can try for the Champions Tour. It’s not an absolute washout league in that nobody there can play. The majority of players on the Champions Tour are better than most non-professional golfers. He turns to the Champions Tour because he still wants to compete with the knowledge and skills he has gained in golf, with whatever ability his mind and body will allow. Oh that God’s people would join the Champions Tour in service to Him!
Caleb knew nothing about wasting away his existence in life. He was 40 years old when Israel refused to obey God’s command to enter the Land of Canaan (Josh. 14:7). At the age of 85, he still wanted to make his contribution in taking control of the land under the leadership of Joshua, whom he told:
Here I am this day, eighty-five years old. As yet I am as strong this day as on the day that Moses sent me; just as my strength was then, so now is my strength for war, both for going out and for coming in. Now therefore, give me this mountain of which the LORD spoke in that day…(Josh. 14:10-12)
He was one of four people who said the Israelites could conquer the giants in the land when God tried to take Canaan through Moses’ leadership. Forty-five years later Caleb was still convinced of God’s ability to conquer the giants that remained—“It may be that the LORD will be with me, and I shall be able to drive them out as the LORD said” (v. 12). 
How intense is your desire to serve God with all of your days on earth? How convinced are you that you only get one life to serve Him in faith, after which you can never return to try again? Do you see your life as a pleasure-gathering task of bigger barns and human praise? Or do you see your stay here as “a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service” (Rom. 12:10)?  If people can find ways to use their golf skills in a satisfying and effective way in their diminishing years, how great of a commitment should be found in the lives of those “who have tasted the good word of God and the powers of the age to come” (Heb. 6:5)? At what point should we stop trying to “glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God’s”? 
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
