The Day Everyone is Catholic
The Bible teaches that all authority in religion belongs to Christ (Matt. 28:18) and that the Bible is God’s complete will (2 Tim. 3:16-17). Christ delegates authority to bishops of a local church, but even that is limited to that particular congregation (Acts 20:28; 1 Pet. 5:2; Titus 1:5, 8). Their authority is not to go beyond the scriptures (1 Cor. 4:6; Col. 3:17). 
For these and other reasons, I do not subscribe to the Catholic faith. I know of some dear souls who are members of that faith, but my affection for them will not permit me to look beyond the teachings of the Bible. The pope’s authority is not found in the word of God. If so, I would appreciate it if someone would show me from the scriptures where men are still inspired of God; or where one man has authority over the Lord’s church. The Bible says to test all teachings with the word of God (1 Thess. 5:21-22; 1 John 4:1). A true disciple must constantly examine his faith to make sure it is founded on the word of God (2 Cor. 13:5). It’s our Christian duty!
Dear reader, where does the Bible teach us to celebrate December 25th as the birth of Christ? From whom did we receive this holiday: God or men? Any credible encyclopedia will show that this practice originated in the Roman Catholic Church centuries ago to rival pagan idolatry. The Lord never encouraged anyone to venerate His birth; we don’t even know which day He was born! But He did teach people to memorialize Him by taking the Lord’s Supper every first day of the week (Acts 20:7) in remembering His death and sacrifice (1 Cor. 11:23-26). When people treat December 25th as the birth of Christ, they are doing so because of Catholic tradition and not because of the Bible. I realize this is a very emotional subject for people and that this will not go over well in most circles. But I encourage you to look into the word of God for all of your religious beliefs. It is possible for people to follow human traditions and think they’re doing the Lord’s will (Mark 7:1-13). 
Christmas is a special time for most of us. Who doesn’t enjoy exchanging gifts and being with people you love? I believe the Bible permits us to enjoy such non-religious aspects of any holiday season, including Christmas (1 Cor. 10:25-27). But when it comes to worship and treating certain days as sacred, we are to only practice what is found in God’s word (Gal. 4:10-11). Good friends, which has Jesus commanded: a weekly observance of His death or an annual celebration of His birth? What does the Bible say? – Mike Thomas
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
