How Long is Eternity?
How long is eternity? Perhaps a little illustration will give us an idea. Suppose it was possible for a bird to fly the distance of the earth to the moon (93 million miles). If that bird flew 10 mph it would take it roughly 1,000 years to reach the sun. Now suppose the bird was given the task of transporting the entire earth one scoop of dirt at a time. How long would it take to move the mass of the entire earth to the sun? It’s impossible to calculate. Remember, that’s 1,000 years one way! It is the same as saying that since the time Christ was on the earth the bird would have delivered only one scoop of dirt to the sun and has returned. It would now take another 2,000 years there and back to deliver one more scoop. How long would it take to transport the mass of the earth? It’s impossible to say. It is a timeframe we cannot comprehend.
And yet, folks, even that is not as long as eternity.

As difficult as it is for us to imagine the zillions of years it would take the bird to transport the entire earth, eventually that task would end. One day that last scoop would be delivered. But in eternity there is no end. Our condition will remain the same forever and ever and ever and ever … time without end. Eternity is never-ending. 
What are you doing to prepare for eternity? Can you really afford to take it lightly – acting as if you will never leave this life? Jesus asked, “For what will it profit a man if he gains the whole world, and loses his soul?” Why give your eternal soul for something that doesn’t last? The approval of men will come to an end and you’ll have forever to deal with its consequences. But fearing God and keeping His commandments, now that has real value.
