Evidence of Creation: Religion
Isn’t it strange that of all the living beings in the world, humans are the only ones concerned with religion? If indeed we evolved from nothing, why is there a spiritual need within all humanity to worship someone greater than ourselves? Isn’t that odd?

Charles Braden, in his book The World’s Religions–a short history, observed:

Someone has declared that man is incurably religious and he who studies carefully the history of human development is likely to agree that such is the truth. Dip into human history…the ancient civilizations of the Nile or the Euphrates; into the remote period of Chinese history… everywhere men will be found practicing religion in some form.

The Bible is in agreement with Braden’s observation. Though the first worship service was instituted by God (Genesis 4:3-5), the act of worshipping is found in all cultures with or without God. When God sent His people into the land of Canaan, He had to warn them of avoiding the gods of the inhabitants. “For My Angel will go before you and bring you in to theAmorites and the Hittites and the Perizzites and the Canaanites and the Hivites and the Jebusites; and I will cut them off. 24 You shall not bow down to their gods, nor serve them, nor do according to their works; but you shall utterly overthrow them and completely break down their sacred pillars” (Exodus 23:23-24). A thousand years later, when the apostle Paul entered the city of Athens, “his spirit was provoked within him when he saw that the city was given over to idols” (Acts 17:16). I am confident we can all testify to the fact that 2,000 years since Paul was here not much has changed. With a church on every corner and a world in turmoil over religious differences, man is still very much a creature given to worship. 
Isn’t this evidence of man being made in the image of God? Why, of all creatures on the planet, are we the only ones trying to attribute life’s events to that of a deity or greater being? Why are we the only ones who have a need to believe in a god? The most reasonable conclusion is that an intelligent, emotional Being has given us this quality so we might know and understand Him. 

The monkey will never know what it is like to have an intimate relationship with God because it does not have the ability to reason and surrender. The whale will never feel the need to bow to God in praise because it is nothing more than a glob of tissue and organs. The worm will never know the joy of communicating with God or with being one with Him because of its unintelligible existence. The eagle, with all its privileges of soaring far into the heavens, will never appreciate the beauty of God’s creation because it does not have the mind or emotions to feel anything else. The only living being with an interest in these things is a creature the Bible defines as made in the image of God (Genesis 1:26-27). He’s the one that received something different in creation than all the other animals – so his Creator might share something special and sacred with him: worship.  
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
