A Gay Elvis is Here
One of the reasons Elvis was so popular was for his good looks. Yes, he had a great voice and was exiting to watch, but the thing that put him over the top was his good looks. Combined with his suggestive behavior, he became a magnet for women and an icon for men. His raucous behavior opened the door for many suggestive, further reaching performances by other talents who were all hoping to become as envied as Elvis. 

I am afraid the time has come in America when Elvis is gay. The moral decay has eroded to the point of homosexual performers being openly received and admired. An example would be the celebrity of Adam Lambert, who is the latest rising star to come from American Idol. Like Elvis, he is blessed with good looks and talent. The apostle Paul warned of God’s judgment against homosexuality (Rom. 1:26-27). Jude gave a similar warning (Jude 7). These inspired men did not say this because the brethren they were writing to were gay. They warned Christians of this sin so they would not change in their thinking toward this behavior. God’s people must constantly be warned of the evil tendencies of the world, both in behavior and in influence. It is not enough to avoid the acts of homosexuality. We must also remain on God’s side by not approving of those who practice such things (Rom.  1:32). If the Devil is aggressive in raising celebrities to promote homosexuality, God’s people should be as equally aggressive in reminding people of God’s will against this sin. “Be not deceived.” 
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
