God Spoke To Me
There are many religions in our world that are based on the testimony of people who claim God spoke directly to them. The Mormon faith is an example of this. 
Supposedly, in the early 1800s, Joseph Smith, Jr. received visits from the angel Moroni, who ultimately lead Smith to a hill in New York where golden plates could be found. These plates included the recorded history of Jesus coming to America after His resurrection from the dead, and would serve as the basis of the Book of Mormon. According to Smith, “each plate was six inches wide and eight inches long, and not quite so thick as common tin...The volume was something near six inches in thickness” (History of the Church 4:537). These dimensions would make the plates weigh around 200 pounds. Yet, Smith supposedly ran home 3 miles away carrying these plates under his arm while fighting off people who tried to steal them from him (History of Joseph Smith by His Mother, Lucy Smith, pp.107-108). Unfortunately, these golden plates are no longer available to mankind.  
Similar tales have been told by the founders of other religions. (Mohammad claimed the angel Gabriel appeared to him to reveal the Koran.) What Joseph Smith invented is not unique. There are people not yet born who will claim similar “revelations” from God—expressing a need for additional information not found in the Bible. It is not uncommon to hear people say, “The Lord appeared to me to tell me...”
The problem with such fantasies is they are not of God. When Jesus promised the Spirit to the apostles, He told them the Spirit would “guide you into all truth” (John 16:13). Either the Spirit accomplished that task or He did not. The apostle Peter said that “all things that pertain to life and godliness” had been revealed (2 Pet. 1:3). The apostle Paul said, “But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel to you than what we have preached to you, let him be accursed” (Gal. 1:8). Apparently, there was a need to address such notions even back then. 
“Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits, whether they are of God; because many false prophets have gone out into the world” (1 John 4:1). If it’s not in the Bible, it’s not of God (2 Tim. 3:16-17).   –Mike Thomas
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
