God of Humble Men
 
Sometimes God’s people are in the winner’s seat in life. Sometimes we are not. Sometimes we get the promotion and the raise. Sometimes we don’t even get the job. Sometimes we get the answer right to the question. Sometimes we don’t have a clue. Sometimes we are patted on the back for a job well-done. Sometimes we are ignored despite our best effort. 
We never know what life will present us with from day-to-day. There might be a pot of gold at the end of the rainbow. Or there might be another bill to pay. There are many things that we cannot control. But whether we’re on top of the world or in the valley of despair, we need to remember one unchanging truth: God is the God of the humble. That is, “God resists the proud, but gives grace to the humble” (Jas. 4:6). 
It was the common man who was mostly converted by the Lord’s teachings (Mark 12:37). And it is the humble man who will apply himself to the teachings of true Christianity. Therefore, “Be of the same mind toward one another. Do not set your mind on high things, but associate with the humble” (Rom. 12:16).
It is a difficult task to associate with the humble. We live in a world that grovels in success and self-accomplishment. “Everyone loves a winner” is what we are told. And it’s true; we do worship and admire the winner. Sometimes God helps us be the winner.
