Will Good Muslims Be Saved?
We live in a country where it is legal (for now at least) to declare Jesus is the Son of God. Fortunately, this country was founded on a faith in God and Christ, which has produced many of the blessings it has enjoyed (Pro. 14:34). That is certainly not the case for every other country. There are parts of the world that have made it illegal and punishable by death to declare Jesus as God’s Son, especially in Muslim nations.
One of the problems with saying Islam is another way to heaven is that it contradicts what Jesus taught. He said, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me” (John 14:6). Either Jesus was telling the truth or He was not. Either He is the only way to the Father or He is not. If He’s wrong, then the Muslims are correct in saying there are other faiths that lead to heaven. But if Jesus is right, then men are wrong and mislead, and must repent to be saved. 
Since Jesus came back from the dead, and was declared by the Father to have all authority in religion (Matt. 17:5), I’m going to take His word over man’s. He says He is the only way to heaven, which is why He commands all men everywhere to repent (Acts 17:30-31; Luke 24:47; Matt. 28:18-20). 

“But what about the good moral Muslims who sincerely believe Islam is the way to heaven? Will God deny them eternal life for not following Christianity?" I’ll let God be the Judge of mankind (Jas. 4:12). All we can know in this life (about God’s will) is what has been declared in the Bible. And in that book, He says all men must be in Christ to be saved—including those who are morally good (Acts 10:1-5; 11:13-14; 10:48). If good morals alone can save us, why did Jesus die on the cross or command the apostles to go into the world to preach the gospel? Because God has declared that only through His Son is the debt of sin truly forgiven (Heb. 9:22-26). Are you in Christ? (Gal. 3:26-27)  –Mike Thomas
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
