Homosexual Jesus
It’s hard to believe there are gays who are so determined to justify themselves that they actually reinterpret the Bible to allow for homosexuality. This is what Robert Williams did as the first openly gay priest to be ordained in the Episcopal Church. In his book Just As I Am—A Practical Guide to Being Out, Proud, and Christian, Williams makes the bold assertion that David and Jonathan, Ruth and Naomi, and even Jesus and John were all gay couples. Ruth is “the account of a deeply committed, intergenerational, lesbian love affair” while Jesus and “the disciple whom Jesus loved” had a sexual relationship (pp. 58, 116-117). What a desperate attempt to rewrite the Bible! Unfortunately, Williams held to this belief when he died of AIDS in 1992 at the age of 37.

I guess it should not surprise us when people interpret the Bible in ways to justify their sins. The sad reality, though, especially regarding homosexuality, is that there is too much evidence in the word of God to condemn this obvious sin. The account of Sodom and Gomorrah is an eternal example of God’s judgment against this sexual sin (Jude 7). Paul’s description of men and women committing what is “against nature” by engaging in homosexuality forever refutes the idea that being gay is genetic, let alone acceptable to God (Rom. 1:26-29). Jesus’ definition of marriage being between man and woman forever defines His will on acceptable marriage to God (Matt. 19:4-6). There’s just too much evidence within the Bible to prove God does not condone this sin. And for those who want to justify it, Paul warns “Do not be deceived. Neither fornicators...nor homosexuals, nor sodomites...will inherit the kingdom of God” (1 Cor. 6:9-10). 

There never has nor will there ever be a time when God condones homosexuality. The only way a person can justify it from the Bible is when they are “deceived.” 
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
