Is Islam of God?
Americans have been receiving mixed messages for a while now about Islam. Al Qaeda terrorists say they are killing “infidels” (non-Muslims) as directed by the Koran. Other Muslims tell us these radicals do not represent the true teachings of Islam; that most Muslims detest terrorism. They also assure us that a mosque at Ground Zero will demonstrate peace and goodwill to the Muslim world. Really? So one more mosque in America will finally convince the Islamic nations to embrace Christianity and Western thinking? A mosque at Ground Zero will suddenly allow an influx of churches into Saudi Arabia and Iran? Let us not kid ourselves. It’s easy for Muslims to decry Islamic terrorism and preach peace with Christianity in a nation founded on Christian principles, but such would be suicidal in an Islamic nation. Christianity and Islam are not the same fundamentally, nor are they founded by the same God. 
We can know that God’s word is not the source of Islam. While it is true that Jehovah promised to make a great nation of Abraham’s first son, Ishmael, from whom the Arabs descend, God’s promise of salvation was to come through Abraham’s second son, Isaac, from whom Jesus descended. God told Abraham, “Sarah your wife shall bear you a son, and you shall call his name Isaac; I will establish My covenant with him for an everlasting covenant, and with his descendants after him. And as for Ishmael, I have heard you. Behold, I have blessed him…and I will make him a great nation. But My covenant I will establish with Isaac…” (Gen.17:19-21). Paul noted, “Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises made. He does not say, ‘And to seeds,’ as of many, but as of one, ‘And to your Seed,’ who is Christ” (Gal. 3:19). Thus, the promise to Abraham is fulfilled in Jesus Christ and not Mohammad; through Christianity, and not Islam or Judaism or any other religion. Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me” (John 14:6). That excludes every other way. 
Having said that, do you really believe it is enough to be non-Muslim to be of God? No, “For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ” (Gal. 3:26-27). Until we enter Christ, and live by faith in Him, we do not benefit from the promise made to Abraham (Gal. 3:29).  –Mike Thomas
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
