Don’t Judge Me!
 “You’re being judgmental!” The very accusation itself is enough to start a riot in our politically correct society. No one, especially in religion, wants the reputation of a being an unloving, unfair, “Pharisaic” critic. So to avoid the label of unjust critic, we sometimes go to the other extreme in not making any judgments at all. 

Judging others properly is difficult. We must be careful not to look for failures in others while justifying our own sin. This is what Jesus was condemning when He said not to judge others (Matt. 7:1-5). As the old saying goes, “When looking for faults, use a mirror instead of a telescope.”

But to run to the other extreme in saying it is wrong to say anyone or anything is wrong, well ... is wrong! We cannot obey Jesus without exercising righteous judgment (John 7:24). In the very context where He said “Judge not”, He also said, “Beware of false prophets, who come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly are ravenous wolves. You will know them by their fruits…” (Matt. 7:15-16). 
I can know someone is teaching error by comparing their doctrine (“fruit”) to the word of God. The person who says, “You can’t condemn homosexuality because Jesus said not to judge others” is not exercising righteous judgment. God clearly does not want people engaging in this sin (1Cor. 6:9). The same is true with anything we do that is not authorized by God (Gal. 5:19-21). 
There’s no escaping righteous judgment. If we’re doing something contrary to God’s will, we cannot hide behind the banner of “You can’t judge me” and still be right with God. If it’s wrong to say someone else is wrong, why are you judging the one who has said you are wrong?  –Mike Thomas
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
