Has the Kingdom Come?
One of the things Jesus wanted His disciples to pray for was the establishment of the kingdom of God (Matt. 6:10). Some believe that kingdom has not yet come and won’t be established until Jesus returns to reign on earth for 1,000 years. What does the Bible say?

It would be a spiritual kingdom. It is a mistake to think of the Lord’s kingdom as a physical government, like the United States or Israel. Jesus said His kingdom would not be an earthly government (John 18:36). His kingdom is one that dwells in the hearts of His people. He said, “The kingdom of God does not come with observation…For indeed, the kingdom of God is within you” (Luke 17:20-21).
It would come during the Roman Empire. Daniel prophesied of the Lord’s everlasting kingdom being established during the days of the Roman Empire (Dan. 2:44). It is obvious that Jesus lived and died during that time. In His earthly ministry, Jesus said, “Assuredly, I say to you that there are some standing here who will not taste death till they see the kingdom of God present with power” (Mark 9:1). Either there are 2,000-year-old disciples on earth awaiting the kingdom to come, or the Lord’s kingdom came during the rule of the Roman Empire. 
It will be delivered up when Jesus returns. When Jesus returns, He will not come to the earth (1 Thess. 4:16-17), for the earth will be destroyed in that Day (2 Pet. 3:10). But at that time, His kingdom will be delivered to the Father (1 Cor. 15:24). Obviously, His kingdom must already be in existence if it is to be delivered to Him when He returns. 
The fact is good friends when Jesus prayed for the kingdom to come, He was praying for the establishment of His church, which happened in Acts 2. Jesus now reigns (Acts 2:33). To be added to His church (Acts 2:47) is to be added to His kingdom (Col. 1:13, 18). Be saved today by becoming a member of this everlasting kingdom (Acts 8:12, 26-39).  –Mike Thomas
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
