All Liars
One of the more sobering warnings in the Bible is what is said of liars: “… and all liars shall have their part in the lake which burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second death” (Rev. 21:8). 

Can you think of a better reason to stop lying than a “lake which burns with fire and brimstone”? Whether that will be literal or the figurative equivalent of such pain is irrelevant. We shouldn’t want anything to do with such punishment, especially for an eternity. (And, yes, Hell will be an eternal punishment. I know there are those who try to reason away the likelihood of such a place, but the same Book that teaches eternal reward also teaches everlasting punishment. We can’t accept one without the other. See Romans 2:6-9.)
God demonstrated His disapproval of lying when He struck down Ananias and Saphira for being deceitful about the money they were giving (Acts 5:1-11). Please note that these people were not lying to get out of paying a bill or to keep their job. They were lying about how much they were giving in worship. In worship! Can you think of a more “harmless” lie than that? “No one was hurt by their deception,” is how some would reason today, “so why such a harsh punishment God?” Because God does not approve of those who intentionally mislead others (Pro. 6:17; 19:5). As difficult as it might be for us to accept the consequences of our actions, we must strive to be honest and upfront in all of our dealings with others. 
The good news is we can find forgiveness for all of our lies and sins by becoming a faithful Christian. Jesus is “able to save to the uttermost those who come to God through Him” (Heb. 7:25). Obey His gospel today and be saved (Acts 2:36-38; 8:35-39; Gal. 3:26-27).  –Mike Thomas
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
