Memory Loss
It is sad to witness a person lose their ability to remember. Their body might still be strong enough to function, but because their mind can no longer retain essential information for everyday life, they are unable to live on their own. Indeed, we need a good memory to live a productive life. 

Ironically, one of the most important qualities a person must have in living for God is the ability to forget! “He who covers a transgression seeks love, but he who repeats a matter separates friends” (Pro. 17:9). It takes a special person to forgive those who injure them. The Bible says the love of a true Christian will compel him to “keep no record” of injury against him (1 Cor. 13:5). Gossip, evil speaking, slander, rudeness—all of these can and should be avoided when a person loves and forgives the way God commands, especially when the injurer has repented and confessed of his sin (Matt. 18:15). Jesus said, “For if you forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not forgive men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses” (Matt. 6:14, 15).
One of the promises God makes to those who become a Christian is His willingness to forgive and forget their sins— “Their sins and their lawless deeds I will remember no more” (Heb. 10:17). He can do this because the blood of Jesus meets the spiritual penalty of sin (Col. 1:14). Therefore, “being justified freely by His grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God set forth as a propitiation by His blood, through faith, to demonstrate His righteousness, because in His forbearance God had passed over the sins that were previously committed” (Rom. 3:24, 25). You too can find this redemption if you will become a Christian, as defined in the New Testament (Rom. 6:1-6; Gal. 3:26, 27).
