Miraculous Healings
Benny Hinn claims that with a prayer and the touch of his hand, he can summon the Spirit of God to pronounce a person free from cancer, from demons, and many other infirmities. Such claims aroused the attention of NBC Dateline, which did an investigative report on Hinn a few years ago. In the report that aired on March 6, 2005, NBC found that Hinn was unable to provide any medical records to verify the claims of miraculous healings at his crusades. You would think he would have a mountain of evidence to support such testimonies since his ministry began in 1975. But the only thing evident from his efforts is his lavish lifestyle from the millions he’s made over the years. The Dateline report revealed that Hinn lives in a parsonage valued at $10 million and has spent as much as $10,000 a night for hotel rooms. Yet, people still put their faith in him and his claims to summon the Spirit of God. 


You don’t need NBC to see the error of Hinn’s ministry, and others like him. The Bible says such things would not be available to men today.


1.
The Spirit was given to confirm the word (Mark 16:20).


2.
The Spirit would not perform miracles through men once the complete word of God was given (1 Cor. 13:8-10).


3.
The Spirit was never used for personal benefit (2 Cor. 12:7-9). 
It is beyond the scope of the New Testament to see the apostles performing miracles for the purpose of entertainment, financial reward, or for the sake of impressing others. They were given such powers only to confirm they had the inspired word of God (Heb. 2:3-4). But now that the Bible has been completely revealed, we no longer have the “tools” God used to reveal and confirm His word. Besides, the Spirit was never used for personal gain anyway, which is why Paul and other first century saints remained sick and had to resort to medicine and prayer to treat physical ailments (1 Tim. 5:23;  2 Tim. 4:20). We are encouraged to do the same today in responding to our infirmities (3 John 2). Anyone who claims differently is contradicting what the Spirit revealed and confirmed.  –Mike Thomas
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
