“Is Your Church the Only One Going to Heaven?”

If the question is, “Will only people that attend a church with the name Church of Christ on the building go to heaven,” the answer is No. There were various names given to local churches in the New Testament, even though each taught and practiced the same things (1 Corinthians 1:2; Colossians 4:16). The church of God at Corinth was identical to the churches of Christ Paul referred to in Romans in organization, worship, and purpose. This is why Paul taught the same thing in every church (1Corinthians 4:17).

If the question is, “Will only members of the Lord’s body go to heaven,” then the answer is, yes. A person must be a member of the Lord’s body to go to heaven since He is the Savior of the body (Ephesians 5:23) and will deliver it to the Father one day (1 Corinthians 15:24). In the Bible, the body of Christ is another name for His kingdom and church (Ephesians 1:22, 23). These are all referring to the same group of people (Acts 20:28). 

The important point to understand is that all saved people are added to the Lord’s body by God Himself (Acts 2:47). Men cannot vote you into this body. If you are saved, you are in the Lord’s church. If you have not been saved according to the New Testament, you are not in Christ (Galatians 3:26, 27), and need to enter Him for any hope of eternal life (1 John 5:11).

We would love to study the Bible with you to see what it says to other religious questions you might have. That’s what God wants us to do with all religious teachings! 1 John 4:1 says, “Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits, whether they are of God; because many false prophets have gone out into the world.” The Bereans were commended for their investigative approach to religious teachings – “– “These were more fair-minded than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness, and searched the Scriptures daily to find out whether these things were so” (Acts 17:11).
