It doesn’t get any plainer than that. If you want eternal life, you can only find it through God’s Son Jesus Christ. Mohammad can’t do it. Oprah’s intelligence can’t produce it. Only one person can unite you with Jehovah God: Jesus Christ.

Do you believe Jesus was a man born of God who walked this earth teaching people the will of God? Do you believe He was killed to pay the debt of sin and was raised for our justification?
