According to worldventure.com, the typical trends are:
· 25% of American teenage girls (ages 14-19) have an STD [sexually transmitted disease]. 

· 50% of American teenage girls (ages 14-19) are sexually active. 
· 70% of American men (ages 18-34) view pornography at least once a month. 

· 11-years-old: Average age of first internet exposure to pornography. 
· 1-in-3 visitors to pornographic websites are women.
It is obvious that we have a major problem with pornography in this country. People are exposed to it at young ages and are getting addicted. What can we do to stifle this epidemic? Repent! The best motivation I can find for avoiding sexual immorality is Hebrews 13:4, “but fornicators and adulterers God will judge.” Do you really want to answer to God for filling your mind with sexual immorality?
