The Price of Sex
The Centers for Disease Control (CDC) estimates the United States has 19 million new infections of sexually transmitted diseases (STDs) every year. What’s most alarming is that the majority of these diseases occur in young people (ages 15-24). Gonorrhea, for example, which can be life threatening, and can also be spread from mother to baby during delivery, had its highest rates among sexually active teenagers, young adults, and African Americans. People with Gonorrhea can more easily contract HIV, the virus that causes AIDS. (See www.cdc.gov.) 
The CDC said something else that is remarkable: “The surest way to avoid transmission of STDs is to abstain from sexual intercourse, or to be in a long-term mutually monogamous relationship” with one who is uninfected. In other words, the rate of STDs would drop dramatically if people would not be sexually promiscuous. Ironically, God preaches the same message. “Nevertheless, because of sexual immorality, let each man have his own wife, and let each woman have her own husband” (1 Cor. 7:2). God confines all sexual activity to the marriage. STDs are the result of people seeking sexual pleasure outside of marriage. AIDS would not exist had people listened to God (Rom. 1:26, 27). It takes immorality to produce these diseases, and for the most part, to continue their spread. This a great price to pay for sex. 
Sexual immorality ruins us. It wrecks homes, devastates families, destroys lives, and leaves people with scars for life. But the greatest consequence is yet to come in giving account to God for it. “Marriage is honorable among all, and the bed undefiled; but fornicators and adulterers God will judge” (Heb. 13:4). Fortunately, all sins, even sexual, can be forgiven in Christ for those who obey His word (Acts 2:38; 18:8; 1 Cor. 6:9-11). Be wise and submit to your Creator. He knows what’s best for you. –Mike Thomas
