What’s Your Problem?
Everyone has troubles. There is debt, disease, depression, divorce, and difficult people. Perhaps your job is on the line or you can’t find one. Maybe you are confronted with a bully or something embarrassing you have done. Whatever the problem, you can know there is a solution. Maybe you need to accept responsibility and ask for forgiveness. Maybe you need to make better decisions. Or maybe it’s something you can’t change and must accept. However you deal with your trouble perhaps these thoughts from the Bible might help:

1. This too shall pass. Given enough time everything associated with your life will be forgotten, including your problems (Eccl. 2:16; 9:5, 6). There have been countless others who have lived and died with the same issues you are facing, yet the world has completely forgotten them. A thousand years ago someone else lived on “your” land and had problems, yet nobody knows their name or even cares. This world was turning when you got here and will keep turning long after you’re gone. So why let a momentary event darken your short stay in this world? Live each day for what it is: a temporary blessing from God (Jas. 4:14, 15). 
2. Your soul is most important. What if you received everything you want in life, will it matter? What if you did get all the fun, fame, family, freedom, and finances you desire? Will it surpass the value of your eternal soul? Jesus said it won’t (Mark 9:36, 37). In eternity you won’t care about the luxuries of life you had, lost, or missed. The only thing that will matter then is what should matter most now: being right with God. Your stay in this world might be temporary, but the consequences of your choices will be felt into eternity (Rom. 2:6-9). Don’t wait until then to realize your soul’s value. By then it will be too late (Luke 16:24-26; 2 Cor. 5:10). 
3. Hope is in Jesus. No problem you face has greater consequences than disobeying God (Rom. 6:23). Yet even that has a solution. Be saved from sin (Acts 2:38; 8:35-39). Return to the Lord (1 John 1:7-9). Surrender to your Maker—“Casting all your care upon Him, for He cares for you” (1 Pet. 5:7). –Mike Thomas
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
