It seems as though our kids don’t have a chance against the immorality of this world. They are exposed to perversion at younger ages than ever before. With the click of a mouse or the turn of a channel, they can see as much nudity and sensuality as they want. A person committed to pure thoughts has to be on guard at all times, with the remote and mouse nearby if he is to make “a covenant with my eyes” (Job 31:1). Even if you find a program that is decent to watch or a site that is harmless to visit, you still have to be ready to turn the channel because of the advertisements. Sometimes they are as bad as the movies! Today’s marketing industry believes in the slogan that “sex sells” products. From Arby’s to music videos, a product doesn’t have a chance of being seen “until you put a girl in it.” What’s a Christian to do in protecting himself and his children from this onslaught of decadence?

HEED GOD’S WARNINGS. I must agree with the advertisers in that sex does sell. It sells your soul to the Devil! Immorality kills us spiritually. There is no middle ground with God on this. In referencing the Israelites, Paul said, “Nor let us commit sexual immorality, as some of them did, and in one day twenty-three thousand fell...Now all these things happened to them as examples, and they were written for our admonition, upon whom the ends of the ages have come” (1 Cor. 10:8, 11). People have been going to Torments for centuries because of the immorality they committed in life. A celebrity may brag of their many sexual encounters, even sell books with such lurid tales, but how many of them are now in torments for committing such perversion? This is no joke! You will lose your eternal soul for committing sexual immorality.

HONOR MARRIAGE. It should be emphasized to young men that it is not wrong to be attracted to young women, and vice-versa. That’s good and natural! But it should also be emphasized that God has defined the realm in which those desires may be fulfilled. In fact, there is only one place in the world a person may act on those passions: marriage. This idea of living together that is increasing more and more in our society is absolutely evil. The only realm God permits a person to act on his sexual desires is in a marriage He approves. Any other use of the sexual desires is wrong (Heb. 13:4). Then, in marriage, a person is to be content by remaining faithful to his mate. Paul warns, “because of sexual immorality, let each man have his own wife, and let each woman have her own husband” (1 Cor. 7:2). 

HAVE CONTROL. The bottom line is you have to protect your heart and mind from the things you are capable of seeing and hearing in the world. We are what we think, and if “your eye is good, your whole body will be full of light. But if your eye is bad, your whole body will be full of darkness” (Matt. 6:22-23). It takes discipline and self-control to keep that eye (the mind) pure. 
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
