Right now, as I write, there is a church of Christ that has 300 people in attendance every service, but is discouraged because the number used to be 500.

At some point, brethren, we have to put away our obsession with the numbers of those present, and be more thankful for having at least one soul to join us in standing for the truth and in worshipping God. The size of the church does not determine its Scripturalness or usefulness to God. Having too few in number does not mean the church is dead, necessarily, because “few will be saved” is what Jesus taught. But neither does having too many imply the church is right in the sight of God because the church at Sardis had a reputation for being “alive, but you are dead” (Rev. 3:1). Some churches in the New Testament were in the 1,000s while some were in the teens — small enough to meet in houses. The size of the church does not guarantee anything except a number.
 We need to be Christians who will worship God with all of our heart, be thankful for any who are present at services, and diligently teach God’s word in love and truth … regardless of the attendance records. We need to evangelize and invite people to services because souls need to hear of God’s saving gospel— not because the attendance board needs inflating. The only time we should be obsessed with the numbers at church is when it’s our turn to prepare the Lord’s supper. 
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
