Does God Still Speak Today?
“Does the Spirit reveal His will apart from the Bible? Are people still receiving direct revelations from God?” These are good questions, especially since there are those in our world who claim to receive personal revelations from God. It is not uncommon to hear a preacher say, “The Lord told me last night…” Is that true? Does God speak directly to people apart from the Bible?
Any man who says the Lord speaks directly to him is either deceived or dishonest, for God does not communicate directly with men. The only way you’re going to hear God’s “voice” today is through the Bible. This is why it was given. “All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work” (2 Tim. 3:16-17). 

If we had no other verses in the Bible than these, we’d have enough to know why God has given us the Bible. He did so to provide us with a complete guide for knowing His will. If He wanted to speak directly with men, He would not have given the Bible. But all scripture is given “that the man of God may be complete” in knowing His will. This is why the Spirit was sent to the apostles; to guide them into all truth (John 16:13). He either accomplished that task or He did not. Jude says He did (Jude 3).
The next time someone tells you they heard the voice of God, you should say, “God has spoken to me as well and He says you’re wrong!” For one, how can they disprove you if direct revelation still occurs? And secondly, God really did tell you that…through the Bible! This is how we know if someone is teaching God’s truth or not (Gal. 1:8-9).  –Mike Thomas
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
