Should Sunday Be Special?
For most Americans, Sunday has been the traditional day of worshiping God. There was a time when businesses were closed on Sunday because of it. This stemmed from the fact that the major faith in this country has been Christianity, which places special emphasis on the first day of the week (Acts 20:7; 1 Cor. 16:1, 2). Now that America has been influenced by other religions, and has many who have drifted from Christianity all together, people no longer see a need to place any significance on Sunday. They see it as just another day. That’s not to say it is a sin to operate or to frequent businesses on Sundays. It’s just saying that most people have left God out of their lives, including on Sunday. 

In the New Testament, Christians were taught to remember the Lord’s death by partaking of the Lord’s Supper on the first day of the week (Acts 20:7). It was the only time they partook of it. As often as we have a first day of the week, we should do the same (1 Cor. 11:23-26). This is befitting since Jesus was raised from the dead on a Sunday (Matt. 28:1-6). His church had its beginning on Pentecost, which was a Jewish feast that was always practiced on a Sunday (Acts 2:1, 47; Lev. 23:15-16). Christians were taught to give of their finances to the Lord on the first day of the week (1 Cor. 16:1-2). When John saw the vision of Revelation, he did so on a day known as “the Lord’s Day” (Rev. 1:10). The reasonable conclusion is the Lord’s Day is Sunday. 
Those who want to keep the Sabbath (on Saturdays), in the way the Jews were commanded, are not abiding in God’s will. Jesus nailed the Law of Moses to the cross (Col. 2:14), which included the “Sabbaths days” (v. 16; Deut. 5:12). We should be thankful for this since it was a sin for Jews to work on Saturdays and was a crime punishable by death (Num. 15:32-36). Christianity never received such restrictions for the Lord’s Day, though it is a day that should still be revered. The first Christians were taught to partake of the Lord’s Supper on the first day of the week. Were it not for the sacrifice of Jesus, we would not have life on earth, let alone the forgiveness of sins. Certainly He deserves our greatest adoration and dedication at all times, especially on Sunday. It’s His day. –Mike Thomas
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
