The Truth Is
 
Pilate said to Him, “What is truth?” (John 18:38) 
The truth is Jesus did not come to rival Pilate for his political authority in the Roman Empire, as His enemies charged. Jesus said it plainly, “My kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of this world, My servants would fight...but now My kingdom is not from here” (v. 36). Those who are waiting for Jesus to establish an earthly kingdom are just as ignorant and mislead as the Jews who condemned Jesus before Pilate. 
The truth is the kingdom Jesus came to establish was never intended to occupy a geographical location. The kingdom of God that was foretold through the prophets (Dan. 2:44) is one that will exist in a person’s heart (Luke 17:20, 21). It is a relationship with God that would be available once Jesus provided the forgiveness of sins (Heb. 10:11-14). Since then, we have “boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh” (vv. 19, 20). Prior to this sacrifice man had a continual reminder of his need for forgiveness (Heb. 10:3, 4), but in Christ he can find a relationship that allows God to forgive and forget sin (v. 17). Therefore, he “who is least in the kingdom of God is greater than” John the Baptist (Luke 7:28) because of the sanctification in Christ.
The truth is we need the word of God to find God’s will. In His prayer to the Father for the apostles, Jesus said, “Sanctify them by Your word. Your word is truth” (John 17:17). This is why Jesus promised to send the Spirit to His apostles; to guide them into all truth (John 16:13). The truth is that promise was fulfilled, and through their teachings we can find “all things that pertain to life and godliness” (2 Pet. 1:3). All that God wants us to believe has been revealed (Jude 3). 
The truth is Jesus is now reigning as king, which began when God “raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, far above all principality and power and might and dominion” (Eph. 1:20, 21). Those who are in Jesus’ church are in His kingdom (Col. 1:13), which He will reign over until life on earth ends (1 Cor. 15:24-26). The truth is this kingdom was not established to feed or entertain men (Rom. 14:17). It is a spiritual kingdom with a spiritual message (Matt. 28:18-20). The truth is all who seek eternal life will obey the Spirit in being baptized in water to enter this kingdom (John 3:5; Gal. 3:27; 1 Cor. 12:13) because Jesus is “the way, the truth, and the life” and “no one comes to the Father except through” Him (John 14:6). 
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
