The Bible is Not Understandable
“There is so much confusion in religion that I don’t know what believe. Everybody thinks they’re the only ones right and they all contradict one another. The Bible must be too difficult to understand.”

I believe we can all relate to such statements having been born into a world that has a different church on every corner. As a result, most people either hold to their family’s faith or they don’t profess anything at all. “It is impossible to know what is right and wrong in religion. Each person must decide for himself what is truth.”

Friends, we can all know that the Bible is God’s word and it is completely understandable. It is not possible for a person to believe in the Bible and still believe in further revelations. The Bible claims to be the complete will of God (Gal. 1:6-9; Jude 3). If a person acknowledges the Bible as God’s word, he must also acknowledge its claim to be all of God’s word. Thus, our inability to understand God’s word will not be as a result of conflicting messages from God, as continued revelations create. Instead it will be in our interpretation of the Book. But even then we are capable of finding truth.
The Bible says God wants us to understand His will (Eph. 5:17). He revealed the truth in such a way that a person must understand and obey it to be saved (Rom. 1:16; 10:17). Therefore, He desires all men to be saved through the knowledge of His truth (1 Tim. 2:3, 4). As a result, when we disagree over what to do to be saved it is either because we don’t understand the truth or we don’t want to believe it. 

2+2 equals 4. The only way we can agree on that statement is when we are both receptive of the facts. Jesus tells people to do specific things to be saved (John 3:16; Luke 13:3; Mark 16:16). If we understand His will, we will understand it alike. Division only exists because of ignorance or rebellion (John 12:42, 43).
