Ungodly Grandchildren
 
I was saddened recently to learn how a favorite athlete of mine is associated with religious error. What’s so tragic about this man’s condition is that he is the grandson of a late gospel preacher, who vehemently taught against the errors his grandson endorses. This is a tale all too common among families of faithful Christians. Eventually, a son or daughter, or grandchild departs from the old path of truth that had been diligently fought for by their relatives. What is a Christian to do when this occurs? 
Keep your faith. Unfortunately, when some Christians learn of their family’s departure from God’s word, they follow them into error by either endorsing false doctrines or supporting immorality. This is tragic. Jude says to “contend for the faith” (Jude 3) by holding true to it. 
Bear your cross. Jesus said His word will divide families and cause conflict in their relationship with one another (Matt. 10:34-36). This occurs because not all members of a family are willing to obey God in all things, thus causing conflict with those who do see the need for righteousness and truth. Jesus’ response to those who wrestle with seeing family members in error is for them to endure the trials of truth. “He who loves father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who loves son or daughter more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who does not take his cross and follow after Me is not worthy of Me” (vv. 37-38).
Just remember. You are not responsible for what your adult family members choose. And if there is any chance of them returning to God, you must not condone or compromise for their sin. 
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
