Wafted
The song, When All of God’s Singers Get Home, has a phrase that stands out to me: 

WHAT A SONG OF DELIGHT IN THAT CITY SO BRIGHT

WILL BE WAFTED 'NEATH HEAVEN'S FAIR DOME

NOW THE RANSOMED WILL RAISE HAPPY SONGS IN HIS PRAISE

WHEN ALL OF GOD’S SINGERS GET HOME.

“Wafted ‘neath heaven’s fair dome”? What in the world is that? I can’t remember the last time I wafted anything, nor am I sure about how pronounce it—long A or short A? And how does it relate to being in heaven? Perhaps these thoughts can give better meaning to the song as we strive to sing with our spirit and understanding (1 Cor. 14:15).

Waft is defined as “to carry lightly and smoothly through the air or over water” (Dictionary. com). An example of it in a sentence is “The gentle breeze wafted the sound of music to our ears.” It is pronounced with a wah sound (as in waffle), though I have heard it pronounced with a wha sound (as in whack). Since I like waffles and it’s easier to say, I’m going with wahf-ted. 

The song of delight that will be wafted beneath heaven’s fair dome is the sound of redeemed sinners singing, praising, and rejoicing in realizing they are home for good. Never again will they be parted from God’s company because “there shall by no means enter it anything that defiles, or causes an abomination” (Rev. 21:27). With eternal voices that will not have to pause for breath, all of God’s singers will celebrate their deliverance from sin and death. The sight of the Lamb who made all of it possible will move them to say “with a loud voice: ’Worthy is the Lamb who was slain, to receive power and riches and wisdom, and strength and honor and glory and blessing!’” (Rev. 5:12). Such joy in deliverance and rest from iniquity will cause all of heaven’s singers to release praises that will waft from one side of heaven to the other. They will have gained too much to remain silent or unaware. Eternity’s reality will compel all of God’s singers to rejoice with shouts of exhilaration as the song of victory floats across heaven’s atmosphere. 
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
