Watermelon, Orange Tree
What would you think if you saw a tree that had apples growing on one branch, oranges on another branch, watermelons on another, and walnuts on another? I think most of us would be confused at such a sight, and likely chalk it up to an elaborate hoax, since one seed cannot produce so many different types of fruit. It is contrary to the laws of nature. God has declared that “the earth bring forth grass, the herb that yields seed, and the fruit tree that yields fruit according to its kind” (Gen. 1:11). 

This is true of plants as well as of animals and humans. A zebra and an elephant cannot mate to produce a monkey, nor can two humans give birth to a squirrel. God’s law does not permit a seed to bear anything besides its kind. There might be various races of men from one blood (Acts 17:26), and various types of dogs from the original, but a human is still a human and a dog is still a dog…according to its kind. 
The Bible says God’s word is like a seed (Luke 8:11), and man’s heart is like soil that can receive it (Jas.1:21). I wonder, then, where have all the world’s religions come from if everyone is following the same seed? How is it possible for God to teach one person to be Muslim, another person to be Mormon, and another person to be Methodist, all at the same time, all from the same book? Does His seed produce a tree with various religions growing on it? Some will say, “Yes, just like the human seed has different races!” If that is so then why does God condemn religious division (John 17:21; 1 Cor. 1:10)? Why does He say He is “not the author of confusion” in religion (1 Cor. 14:33) if His seed is producing different kinds of fruit? Honestly, does it not take something other than the Bible (human creeds, writings of men, modern revelation) to produce a denomination? If not, then what denomination is mentioned in the Bible? Which one is the way (John 14:6; Acts 9:2)? 
Imagine how differently things would be if all men followed only the Bible. How great would it be if we all practiced the same religion? We should because God has declared that every seed will produce after its own kind, especially from His word (Eph. 4:4-6). –Mike Thomas
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
