What Must I Do To Be Saved?

No question could be more important! Fortunately, we have verses in the Bible that answer this very question. 

HEAR THE GOSPEL. “Faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God” (Romans 10:17). Jesus draws people to Himself through the teachings of the Bible (John 6:45).  A person must learn the word of God to know what it says to be saved from sin (Acts 11:13-14). 

BELIEVE IN JESUS.  Jesus told His enemies, “Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not believe that I am He, you will die in your sins” (John 8:24). “For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus” (Galatians 3:26). In the same way Noah had to move with godly fear in being saved by faith, in building and entering the ark (Heb. 11:7), so must we act by faith in Jesus Christ. Some will say a person is saved from sin just by acknowledging Jesus as Lord. This is not what the Bible teaches (John 12:42-43). The faith that is pleasing to God is the kind that trusts and obeys Him, as seen in men like Abraham. “Was not Abraham our father justified by works when he offered Isaac his son on the altar? Do you see that faith was working together with his works, and by works faith was made perfect? …You see then that a man is justified by works, and not by faith only” (Jas. 2:22-24). 

REPENT OF SIN.  “Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, so that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord” (Acts 3:19). 

CONFESS FAITH.  “For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation” (Romans 10:10). 

WATER BAPTISM.  “Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins” (Acts 2:38). “For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ” (Galatians 3:27).

REMAIN FAITHFUL.  “Moreover, brethren, I declare to you the gospel…by which also you are saved, if you hold fast that word which I preached to you—unless you believed in vain” (1 Corinthians 15:1-2).
