Why Jesus?
Why do we believe in Jesus as our Lord and Savior? Is it any coincidence that the majority of Americans claim to be Christians having been born into a country with Christianity as its dominant faith? Would we still be a Christian had we been born in other parts of the world where Judaism, Buddhism, Hinduism and Islam are dominant? Why do we believe in Jesus of Nazareth and follow Him?  

The main reason we should believe in Jesus is because the Bible declares Him to be our Savior. If we’re going to acknowledge the Bible as a legitimate book of God (which even Muslims admit), then we must accept what it says about salvation. Namely, that there is not “salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved” (Acts 4:12).
 Another reason we can believe in Jesus as Lord is because of the historical data confirming His life on earth. Josephus, a historian of the Jews, wrote in A.D. 93: “Now there was about this time Jesus, a wise man, if it be lawful to call him a man; for he was a doer of wonderful works, a teacher of such men as receive the truth with pleasure” (Antiquities of the Jews, Book 18, Chapter 3, Item 3). Realize that Josephus was not a Christian; he was merely a historian of the Jewish people. But in recording history, he could not overlook the fact that there was a man named Jesus who did many wonders among men. The apostle John says it is this kind of testimony from the Bible that should cause us to have great faith in Jesus (John 20:30-31).

The final reason we can believe in Jesus is because of His resurrection from the dead. Again, if the Bible is the word of God, we can have absolute confidence that this event occurred (Acts 2:22-24, 32, 36). If Jesus had not come back from the grave, the enemies of Christianity could have easily silenced the apostles and first Christians by producing Jesus’ body. But they couldn’t, even though they hated the message of His resurrection (Acts 4:1-2, 33), because the tomb that held His body was empty. No body. No decaying corpse. No evidence of a failed Savior. The only reasonable explanation is He defeated death, which in turn makes it possible for us to do the same (Heb. 2:14-15). 

“Not that anyone has seen the Father, except He who is from God; He has seen the Father.  47 Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me has everlasting life” (John 6:46-47).
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
